Why Catholic? — My Experience In Exploring The Faith
by John Wolf

Last October | received a letter from Father Davis inviting me to attend a meeting where a program called Why Catholic? would be
explained. The letter also stated that the program needed Small Group Leaders to volunteer to act as facilitators. That meeting started
a faith journey for me that will continue for another 3 or more years. At the time, | did not know what to expect. Today, I can tell you
that the experience is like nothing | have ever had in a religious setting.

I became a Catholic much later than most of my fellow Catholics. | was brought up in several Protestant faiths, converting to
Catholicism as an adult. My RCIA training was focused on sacramental issues and procedures rather than on the Catechism,
Scriptures, or Catholic traditions. This was just after Vatican 1l. The RCIA program at the church | attended was just getting started.
Over the years, | have gained a general understanding of the Catholic faith, but | still lacked the depth I felt was needed to fully
appreciate what being a Catholic Christian was all about.

My group consists of 7 *‘mature” adults: The first meeting was a bit formal as we were getting used to a new program and new people.
During the next several weeks, as we began discussing topics pertaining to the Scriptures and the Catechism with one another, we
began sharing our life experiences and traditions. This has added a fullness that far exceeds the comprehension from just reading the
Scriptures or the Catechism. We have been able to open our hearts to one another in a non-confrontational setting, with support and
understanding that can only come from people who have ‘been there, done that’ themselves. The group dynamics have been truly
awesome.

So, if you want to get a deeper understanding of your Catholic faith, in a setting where you are among friends, please consider joining
us this fall. You won’t be sorry.
