Dear Parent and Candidate of the Confirmation Class of 2013: 
 
It seems impossible, but the new school year is 
about to begin.  And with that, begins the first year in the Confirmation Program.  The entire 
Confirmation Team, the Sponsor Catechists and myself are all looking forward to sharing our faith 
with you.

The names of the 
Sponsor Catechists are listed by group on the bottom of the calendar.  You will be contacted 
before the end of August as to which group your child is in.  Please look over the dates and post 
the calendar so that it can be referred to easily.  Each scheduled event is an important step in your 
child’s spiritual development.  An active participation is necessary in order for them to receive the 
Sacrament of Confirmation.
